PAST SIMPLE (PASSAT SIMPLE)

El passat en anglés té un avantatge molt important que facilita 1'aprenentatge. En castella o en
valencia quan parlem en passat el verb canvia depenent del subjecte de 1'oracié pero en anglés no.
Una vegada sabem formar el passat del verb és igual per a tots. Per a formar el passat d'un verb
normalment en la frase van les expressions segiients:

-Yesterday (ahir)
-Last year, last month, last week, etc. (I'any passat, el mes passat, la setmana passada -...)
- One year ago, one week ago, etc. (fa un any, fa una setmana, ...)

Exemple: I play football every Sunday (en present)

He/She/It played football last Sunday (en passat)
We
They

Per a formar el passat d'un verb en afirmativa tenim una norma basica i tots els verbs que la
complixen es diuen regulars i després hi ha una llista de verbs irregulars que no la complixen i que
cal aprendre's. Hi ha alguns molt freqiients (be — was o were, do — did, go — went, etc.) A poc a poc
els anirem treballant. La norma basica consistix a afegir -ed al verb. Per exemple: play — played,
call — called, work — worked, etc.

Per a formar el negatiu en passat canviarem la forma “don’t” del present per “didn’t”. Per exemple:
I don’t play football — I didn’t play football yesterday.

Per a formar la forma interrogativa canviarem el ‘Do’ del present pel ‘Did’ que és la seua forma en
passat. Exemple: Do you want to go to the cinema? Yes, I do o No, I don’t

Did you want to go to the cinema last week? Yes, I did o No, I didn’t

PAST SIMPLE - REGULAR VERBS

Com heu vist en l'explicacio anterior els verbs regulars son els que per a formar-los en passat han
d'acabar en -ed pero hi ha diverses formes depenent del verb. Son les segiients:

-Si acaba en consonant simplement afegim -ed. Exemple: Walk — walked, etc.

-Si acaba en -y canvia a -i. Exemple: cry — cried, try — tried, ...

-Si acaba en -e només se li afig -d. Exemple: Dance — danced...

-Si I'dltima sil-laba és la tonica i acaba en vocal+consonant doblega I'dltima consonant i li afegim -
ed: Exemple: tap — tapped, jog — jogged, ship — shipped, etc.
