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PRESENT CONTINUOUS (BE + VERBO EN —=ING) = presente continuo

El present continuous (be+ verbo en -ing) se puede usar de manera muy similar al be going to, para
hablar de un futuro planeado (y no solo para referirnos a una actividad en proceso). Tenlo en cuenta
porque su uso es frecuente aunque con las dos formas anteriores puedes expresarte en futuro de una
forma suficientemente comunicativa.

En afirmativa, formamos este tiempo con el verbo TO BE conjugado (is, am, are) + VERBO CON —ING.
Por ejemplo, They are meeting us tomorrow = Van a quedar con nosotros mafiana.

Aqui tienes otro ejemplo. Anne is visiting his family at Easter. (Anne va a visitar a su familia en
Semana Santa).

En negativa se pone NOT detras del verbo TO BE pero lo mas frecuente es contraerlo (isn’t / aren’t).
Ejemplo: She isn’t going out tonight = No va a salir esta noche.

3.2. Future time adverbs (expresiones adverbiales de futuro)

Recuerda que cuando queremos especificar el tiempo de una accién, no solo nos servimos de
los verbos, sino también de otras palabras y expresiones de tiempo, los time adverbs (adverbios de
tiempo). Ya en cursos anteriores hemos presentado algunos, como always (siempre), sometimes (a
veces), never (nunca), today (hoy), now (ahora), yesterday (ayer), last year (el afio pasado), last
month (el mes pasado), two weeks ago (hace dos semanas), in 1999 (en 1999), etc.

Cuando hablamos de futuro, se suelen utilizar también time adverbs, pero en este caso que indiquen
futuro, como por ejemplo:

soon (pronto) tomorrow (manana) the day after tomorrow (pasado mafana)
next week / month / year (proxima semana / mes / afio) in five minutes (dentro de cinco minutos)
in two days (dentro de dos dias) later (mas tarde) in summer (en verano)

Normalmente (esto no ocurre con los adverbios de frecuencia) los adverbios de tiempo se sittan al final
o al principio de la oracién. Dependera de tu intencion, es decir, de lo que pretendas resaltar. Si lo que
quieres es dar mas importancia a los hechos o las acciones, el adverbio ira al final de la frase.

Ej.: John and Lena are going to the cinema tomorrow. (Johny Lena van a ir al cine mafana.)

Si lo que pretendes es destacar el momento en el que ocurre, deberas poner el adverbio al principio de
la oracién.Ej.: Next week Jonh and Lena are going to the cinema. (La semana que viene John y Lena
irdn al cine.)

3.2.1st conditional (condicionales de primer tipo)

Cuando anteriormente hemos hablado de “will” para referirnos al futuro también hemos
comentado que se usa en las oraciones condicionales tipo 1 o first conditionals; pero ¢qué quiere
decir eso?

Podemos decir que, como su nombre indica, las oraciones condicionales son oraciones en las que hay
una accién que esta condicionada por otra. Existen varios tipos de oraciones condicionales, pero en
esta unidad nos fijaremos Unicamente en las de tipo uno.

Las first conditionals indican que algo se cumplird en el futuro si antes se da una determinada
circunstancia. Te poniamos como ejemplo la oracién If | go to the supermarket, | will buy some bread
(Si voy al supermercado compraré pan). Si te fijas, existe una condicion previa y necesaria para que yo
compre el pan, y es que yo vaya al supermercado. Si no se da esa condicion, la segunda accién no sera
posible. Se usan cuando consideramos que hay una alta posibilidad de que algo ocurra. Por ejemplo, si
estudio, aprobaré el examen. Si creemos que las probabilidades de que algo suceda son escasas,
usaremos otro tipo de condicional que veremos en otra unidad.
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Se forman siguiendo las siguientes normas:

» La oracion que introduce la condicién previa, (que es la
subordinada), debe llevar la conjunciéon IF (si) y el verbo en

presente (present simple).

* La oracion que supone la consecuencia, (que es la oracion |

principal), debe ir en futuro con will.

Al leer un texto, no siempre vas a conocer el significado de todas y cada una de las palabras que
aparecen en él, pero lo importante es que entiendas el conjunto. Ten en cuenta también que algunos
elementos del texto pueden ayudarte a deducir el significado de esas palabras que no conoces.

- Eltitulo, y subtitulo(s) si los hay.

- Las fotografias en caso de que las haya.

- Las palabras especificas como first, then, before, etc.

UK holidays (vacaciones britanicas)

In the past, working people in Britain only had holidays on ‘holy’ (religious) days: Sundays, Christmas
and Easter. Now most people have about four weeks’ holiday every year plus public holidays (also
called ‘Bank holidays’).

The most popular holiday locations for Brits include Spain, France, Greece and the USA. Lots of
people buy a package holiday which includes flights and a hotel or an apartment. Cheap flights to
warm places mean that many British people are able to spend two weeks a year relaxing in the sun
abroad. Flights and package holidays are much cheaper during school term time and the British
government is worried that some young people are missing school to go on holiday. Parents who
take their child on holiday during term time can now pay a fine of up to 100 pounds.

British people also like to go on holiday in the UK: in England, Northern Ireland, Scotland or Wales.
Warm weather and sun are not guaranteed in the UK of course! What can young British people do
on a UK holiday? Here are a few examples — Alton Towers, in Staffordshire, is one of the top UK
theme parks. It is famous for its terrifying rides and is very popular with teenagers. You can sign up
to try their new rollercoaster ride on their website. The Eden Project is an environmental project in
Cornwall, in the south-west of England. It has huge domes that contain thousands of plants from all
around the world. As well as plants you can also see top bands play at the Eden Project.

Taking your tent or caravan to stay on a campsite is popular, especially in the south of England.
Newquay, in Cornwall, on the south coast of England, is a favourite camping area for families and for
teenagers. Newquay has great beaches, with good waves for surfers as well as lots of nightlife. Wild
camping means you take your tent, sleeping bag, food, water (and toilet paper!) and you find a quiet
place to spend the night in the countryside or hills away from roads and houses. Wild camping is
legal only in some parts of Britain.

El present perfect simple es un tiempo que conecta de alguna manera pasado y presente. Veamos
cuando se forma y cémo se usa.

Este tiempo verbal se forma con el verbo auxiliar have seguido del participio pasado del verbo que
estemos utilizando. Vamos a utilizar como ejemplo el verbo regular to try (probar comida o intentar
hacer algo)

Para formar estas locuciones adverbiales, usaremos la preposicién in seguida
de un adjetivo mas el sustantivo way. Por ejemplo, in a silent way (de una manera silenciosa), in a
difficult way (de una manera dificil), in a dangerous way (de una manera peligrosa), in a strange way
(de una manera extrafia), etc, aunque también podriamos decir silently, difficultly, dangerously o
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strangely; ahi esta la riqueza del lenguaje.

Eating in Britain
Britain is not traditionally known as one of the world's gourmet nations, and its food is often
undervalued. However, British cuisine is not just fish and chips. It has plenty of mouth-watering
specialities, innovative dishes, and good places to eat them in.

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Although classic dishes of British cuisine are not always on the menu in restaurants, cookery is an old
art in Britain and British cooking has lately become internationally recognised, even in a country like
France.

Finding a good English restaurant in England, or a good Scottish restaurant in Scotland, specialising in
traditional cuisine, is not easy. On the contrary, there are more "French" and "Italian" restaurants. But if
you want to eat out in places that serve good traditional British, the best bet is to try a public house or
pub, (a famous English institution) or a hotel offering home-cooking.

Other food establishments are cafés and tea shops.

The English café is a small, inexpensive eating place. A working men's cafe serves mainly fried or
grilled food, such as fried eggs, bacon, bangers and mash, black pudding, bubble and squeak, burgers,
sausages, mushrooms and chips. Sometimes these dishes are called "breakfast", however they are
available all day. A tea shop is a small restaurant that serves soft drinks and light meals, often in a quiet
atmosphere.

Britain is also a good place for bread and though most people eat sliced bread from the supermarket,
this is not the only choice available. The British also have a passion for French bread, particularly
baguettes.

Little by little, traditional British main courses are earning international reputation; on the other hand,
British desserts have done a bit better. Some specialities such as trifles and crumbles have become
established fare even in the best restaurants in France.

How to Make a Full English Breakfast

The Full English Breakfastis a traditionally cooked "breakfast”
that today is also served at other times during the day, like
at "Brunch" - breakfast and lunch - which is a late breakfast and an
early lunch and quite often eaten on the weekends by many busy city
people.

The usual ingredients of a traditional full English breakfast are bacon, eggs, fried tomatoes, fried
mushrooms, fried bread or toast, and sausages, usually served with a large cup of tea or a "mug" of
tea.

Black pudding is sometimes part of English Breakfasts in places like Scotland; as well as fried
leftover mashed potatoes, often called "Potato Cakes" or "Bubble and Squeek” - a vegetable leftover
from the previous night that is fried with potatoes. Baked beans and hash browns are also a
modem staple in many dishes.

When an English breakfast is ordered in a pub or restaurant and everything available is added to it, it
is often referred to as a "Full Monty".
