Criterios de calificacion

e La asignatura de Inglés es CONTINUA, lo que significa que el contenido del curso es
acumulativo y que la nota final del alumno al finalizar el curso sera la que obtenga en
la 3% evaluacién que incluye y considera todos los contenidos vistos durante el curso
escolar. De este modo, no existen pruebas de recuperaciéon de los contenidos
calificados con INSUFICIENTE, pero evidentemente, haremos un seguimiento del
alumnado para comprobar si va consiguiendo los objetivos y competencias previstos.

e Las faltas de asistencia sin justificar influiran en las calificaciones. Asi pues, la no
realizacion de tareas por la no asistencia injustificada supondré la penalizacion segun
se indica en la tabla “Criterios de Evaluacion — Competencias”.

e Si un alumno supera el nimero maximo de faltas de asistencia por curso, supondré la
pérdida de evaluacion continua u otras disposiciones, teniendo en cuenta el decreto de
convivencia, el reglamento de régimen interno u otro documento oficial al respecto.

e Ante la falta de asistencia a un examen, prueba o actividad evaluable, el alumnado
debera justificar debidamente en plazo y forma su ausencia mediante la presentacion
de un documento oficial de visita médica o citacion judicial. Si el alumno alega, por
escrito y convenientemente justificados, otros motivos, el/la profesor/a valorara
convenientemente la posibilidad de aceptar la justificacion.

e En cualquier caso, el/la profesor/a no estara obligado a repetir el examen, prueba o
actividad evaluable, sino que podra optar por incluir preguntas sobre dichos contenidos
en la siguiente prueba o en la prueba final de evaluacion, si la hubiere, y hacer la
valoracion correspondiente para la calificacion.

¢ Ante el creciente uso fraudulento de aplicaciones de inteligencia artificial en la entrega
de tareas, e incluso en la realizacibn de exdmenes (usando moviles, relojes
conectados e incluso pinganillos indetectables) el profesorado se reserva la potestad
de realizar pruebas complementarias cuando ciertos resultados superen una horquilla
l6gica en el progreso de los alumnos.

Ademas, se tomaran las iniciativas necesarias por si fuera motivo
de apertura de expediente.

e El propio proceso de ensefianza-aprendizaje serd evaluado en el departamento
durante el transcurso del propio curso y al finalizar éste, de modo que la presente
programacion pueda alterarse para obtener los mejores resultados posibles en lo
referente a la consecucion de los objetivos, siempre dentro del marco delimitado por la
legislacion vigente.

e Los criterios de calificacion en casos de confinamiento o enfermedad prolongada, en
los que el alumno esté en condiciones de trabajar desde casa, se trataran de la
